Korean War One-Pager

Overview: A one-pager is a response to a reading of your choice. You will use the library databases to select a news article, journal, magazine article, or long(ish) primary source to read and write about. 

Directions: 

· Must be typed, single-spaced, 12 point font
· Name, period, and date at the top
· Title your one-pager (Name of the article, magazine, etc.)
· Include a relevant visual image (Map, picture, artwork, photo, drawing, etc.) 
· After reading the article, write a two-paragraph summary. Be sure to include key terms, vocabulary, dates, and themes. The summary is in your own words, but you may use quotes. 
· Write a one-paragraph commentary (opinion) on why this section is significant to U.S. History. What makes this an important? (This is YOUR opinion, and there isn’t necessarily a right or wrong answer)
· Create two test questions about the section and answer them. These questions must require thoughtful written responses. Do now ask questions that can be answered with a simple “yes” or “now” or “true” or “false”

Rubric

· Title (1 Point)
· Image (1 Point)
· Summary Paragraphs (0-3)  
· Commentary Paragraph (0-2)
· Questions and answers (0-2)
